On the Old Forge Crossing Scene   
 
Thankfully, the Old Forge Crossing Community continues to be quiet, and 
uneventful. But, we need to review how to report an incident to the police. 
According  to our Citizenôs Community Policing Officer, (Officer Joe Butler), 
of the Tredyffrin Township Police Department, in the case of any SUSPI-
CIOUS ACTIVITY, Dial 911 first. The person reporting can remain anony-
mous, but can still assist the Police in any incident. Resident information 
will not be shared publicly. This remains true with any public reports. The 
priority is to protect the resident from any retribution. In severe situations, a 
citizen might be contacted by the Police for more information. Remember, 
we are not bothering the Police, because they are already out on patrol, 
and ready to do Police work. After contacting the police, then call the Town 
Watch Director to apprise him of the situation. If this procedure is followed, 
the Police response time is greatly reduced. 
 
On the Current Crime Scene 
 
The following was reported to the local Police. Residents of Strafford Vil-
lage reported their locked car was broken into, and ransacked on Thursday 
night, March 16, 2017. The residents stated that the car was parked at the 
top of their driveway, and that they had tons of security sensors, but no car 
alarm .The thieves stole all valuables including, a wallet with money, credit 
cards, and ID. The Police called the car owner this morning, March 17, 
2017, to report some items were found at a grocery store in West Philadel-
phia, 56th and Pine. Multiple attempts were made to make charges on the 
credit cards, but the accounts had been closed by owner.
