The 2016-2017 audit by Maillie gave OFC a positive review. Management and accounting were com-
plimented for their good work. There is a positive budget variance on landscaping and lawn treatment. 
The capital expenses have a positive variance on lighting. The 100k CD that matured was reinvested. 
The Delinquency report shows six delinquent units. Bill Harvey, OFCôs financial advisor will attend the 
next meeting on November 28th. There will be no December meeting.

The gardens will be cleared by the end of November. Additional lounge chairs and umbrellas 
have been requested for the pool.

Crime in Tredyffrin Township continues at an alarming rate. Some types of crimes being 
reported are: drug Possession, underage drinking, telephone scams, retail theft, and 
criminal mischief. 
 
T J Maxx in the Gateway Shopping Center is a particular target for retail theft. Two inci-
dents have occurred there in the past two weeks. One incident, a swarm of seven individ-
uals entered the store and stole three high end purses, total value of $3500.00, and left 
the store. In a second incident, womenôs make-up merchandise was stolen, with the ac-
tors leaving the store, but the actors were stopped by Security in the parking lot, and es-
corted back to the store. Be aware: Incidents of swarming can also happen in parking 
lots, or parking garages, so be mindful of your surroundings.

Our Town Watch Patrols continue, and will, weather permitting. We again ask for more 
participation in Town Watch. Town Watch can be done in various ways, for more infor-
mation and explanation, contact Area 7 Director (Mike Feagley), (610-505-5579). 
 
Reminder, all incidents that occur on our property, big or small, should be reported to 
someone, including the Police. The Police cannot protect us if they are not aware of what 
is going on! CALL 911! Examples where Police should be called are: an open door, and 
no one around, or it appears your door to your Unit has been vandalized, etc.

With the start of the 2017 Holiday Season upon us, protection of our Credit Cards, and 
Personal Information need to be a priority. Also be aware of Internet fraud when on line 
shopping, especially if you are on an unsecure sight.  If something doesnôt feel right, it 
probably isnôt.

Merry December everyone! It is the time of year for being thankful and giving. I hope all of 
you have a holiday season filled with cheer.  If youôre in need of some cheer- remember 
that the Old Forge Holiday Party is right around the corner! Justineôs Cuisines will be ca-
tering our soiree this year.

Rule of the Month 
While this monthôs topic may not be a rule, it is certainly encouraged: reg-
ister for the emergency phone system!  As we head into winter it is im-
portant that you are signed up to receive emergency calls.  These calls 
could be in reference to snow removal, sewer backups, burst pipes, or 
emergency water shutdowns. The ñrobo-callò system (officially called 
Swift Reach) is often our fastest way to get important information to the 
residents.  See the page in this monthôs Anvil for instructions to sign up.  
 

Snow! 

It is a four-letter words that is often said in hushed tones around this time 
of year. While it may look beautiful, we all know how problematic snow 
can be. Old Forge Crossing has contracted with Ruppert, our fabulous 
landscapers, for the snow removal.  We had a productive pre-snow meet-
ing and Ruppert has devised plans to keep OFC safe this year. Please 
remember that plowing crews will not plow within three feet of cars to 
avoid damage, so you will be responsible for clearing this area yourself. It 
is advisable to clear off your car and move it to an open space. Please 
remember that once Ruppert reaches the property, it may take them 
some time to clear all of the sidewalks.  The shoveling crews start at dif-
ferent points each time they come out but we have about 10 miles of 
sidewalks! Please be patient. Also remember that patios and balconies 
are the residents responsibility to clear of snow and ice. Snow and ice 
that sits on a balcony can cause the surface to weather. For further infor-
mation please see the ñWinter Precautionsò page in this monthôs Anvil.
